She was an avid scrapbooker,
having compiled a photographic family history spanning more than 100 years.
Fondly known in later years as “GG” (Great Grandmother), Bernice was a
devout Catholic and spent many hours studying the faith, in prayer and
enjoying EWTN. She passionately loved her family and will be sorely missed,
but always in our hearts.
