Kopfle was a member of All Saints Catholic Church, Manassas, VA, the
American Legion Post # 10 of Manassas, a World War II Army Veteran, he
served fourteen months in the Pacific Theater of Operations, 147th Infantry
Battalion on Tinian (Marianas, Iwa Jima and Okinawa). He arrived in
Washington, D.C. in 1953 and was employed with Capitol Transit Company as
a bus driver, charter operator, streetcar operator, office clerk, street supervisor
and dispatcher. Metro acquired the transit company and he was transferred to
the rail system, where he retired in July 1986 after 32 years and 7 months of
service as a supervisor of the Rail Central Office.
